The new IROA recommended procedures are as follows (for NROIs as well):

New ROs

The Level 1 Seminar is to include modules for all 3 disciplines.

After successful completion of the seminar then the supervised matches requirement continues but with a new condition. e.g. a supervised RO who works under supervision at HG matches then becomes a HG qualifed RO. That person would then need to work under supervision at the same number of matches in SG to become a SG qualified RO and then the same again for Rifle. If the person only chooses to work under supervision at say SG matches then they will only be qualified in SG.

Existing ROs

Existing ROs who are only qualified in a single discipline are to attend a conversion seminar to qualify them for a further discipline. We (IPSC/IROA) have already run 3 HG to SG conversion seminars (Germany, Greece and Philippines) and 1 HG to Rifle conversion seminar (Philippines). The conversion seminars take approximately 4-6 hours depending on what else is included. Some Regions are now operating their own conversion seminar program.

It may also prove useful to suggest that people attending a conversion seminar work a match or two under supervision but this isn't an IPSC/IROA requirement at this time.
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
